Maybe there's a scientific way to discover if a person is
lying: the polygraph, or lie detector. This is a machine that
analyses the physical reactions in a person’s body while
they're answering a series of questions; for example,
changes in their pulse and respiration. The idea is, big
changes in the body show stress, which is a sign that
someone is not telling the truth. However, do polygraph
tests work? There's a lot of disagreement about this.

The American Polygraph Association says that they
work in 90% of cases. However, in the opinion of many
psychologists, although polygraph tests are good at
detecting liars, they also produce a lot of ‘false positives™
for honest people! Perhaps this explains why they

most countries.

So, how does a detective know if someone is lying when
the evidence isn't clear? Inthe end, they need to use
something that isn't scientific at all: their intuition. It's not
perfect, but sometimesiit's all they've got!
