A These students from Bhutan are wearing
the country’s national costume. It’s also their
school uniform. Boys wear trousers with a robe,
and girls wear a long skirt and a jacket. There’s
a space in their clothes to carry things, like
books, stationery or a water bottle. Each school
chooses a different colour for the uniform,
but it's usually dark blue or green.

B At state schools in Argentina, students wear
a white smock over their clothes. It’s like
a lab coat and is the same for boys and girls.

The smock shows that all students in the country
are equal. Private schools have their own uniform.

This includes gym clothes for when students do
sports activities. They wear these clothes one
day a week.

C In Ghana, the school uniform at primary school

is usually brown and yellow. At secondary school,

the colours vary. The uniform can be expensive,
so charities often help families to buy them.
Without the uniform, some children don’t go

to school. These days, more and more students
are wearing uniforms with African prints, so they
feel proud of their African culture.
