Ktore elementy Footprints zostaly zachowane w Give Me Five!

W podreczniku zostaty zachowane lubiane przez uczniow historyjki obrazkowe w formie komiksowe].
A ponadto: wieksza czcionka, wiecej zdjec i udoskonalona szata graficzna!

W historyjkach z poziomow 3.1 4. zachowano takie elementy, jak wprowadzenie do ciggu wydarzen
oraz tajemnice do wyjasnienia.

Teksty do czytania sa interesujgce dla ucznidw pod wzgledem tematyki, a zarazem stanowia
wyzwanie poznawcze. Zawierajg odniesienia kulturowe i miedzyprzedmiotowe.

Give Me Five! — podobnie jak Footprints — zacheca do wykorzystania nowego jezyka w zadaniach
rozwijajacych moéwienie poprzez odgrywanie rdl, dialogi, zadania komunikacyjne i projektowe.

Wprowadzono 10, a w wyzszych poziomach 12 nowych stéw lub zwrotéw.

W nizszych poziomach gramatyka jest wprowadzana w sposéb indukcyjny i utrwalana w formie
prostych, praktycznych zadan komunikacyjnych.

W obu wersjach zastosowano takie same elementy kursu: Pupil’s Book, Activity Book, Teacher'’s
Book, CD, Teacher's Resource Centre.

Co ulepszylismy w Give Me Five!?

W Give Me Five! juz od poziomu 1. w kazdym rozdziale znajduje sie dodatkowa lekcja przeznaczona
na rozwijanie umiejetnosci czytania i pisania, historyjka zatem nie jest jedynym elementem, ktéry
stuzy doskonaleniu tej kompetencji.

W poziomach 5.1 6. historyjki zastgpiono wiadomosciami od ucznidw z réznych stron swiata.

Historyjki obrazkowe zostaty przeniesione do sekcji kulturowej, gdzie stuza przedstawieniu
wydarzen historycznych lub tradycji rozmaitych krajow.

W Give Me Five! znajduja sie réznorodne typy tekstéw, ktére zostaly dokitadnie opisane
(np. instrukcja, wiersz, blog, recenzja itp.).

Sekcja poswiecona rozwijaniu umiejetnosci pisania jest bardziej rozbudowana - poczawszy
od poziomu 3. jest to cata lekcja.

Teksty zawierajg wspotczesne tresci i odnoszg sie do biezacych, aktualnych zagadnien.

Give Me Five! ktadzie nacisk na autentyczng komunikacje poprzez zastosowanie zadan z luka
informacyjna, wymagajacych wspdtpracy miedzy uczniami (bardziej niz produkcji jezykowej).

Give Me Five! oprdcz podstawowych stoéw i zwrotdw wprowadza 6 dodatkowych sformutowan, ktére
s3 natychmiast aktywowane razem z podstawowymi 10/12 poprzez ich wykorzystanie w zadaniach
komunikacyjnych (nie jest to stownictwo wprowadzane biernie).

Kluczowe zagadnienia w nizszych poziomach Give Me Five! s3 usytuowane w oznakowanych
ramkach - znajduja sie w nich przyktadowe zdania wykorzystujace te struktury gramatyczne.

W najwyzszych poziomach kursu zagadnienia gramatyczne, podobnie jak w Footprints, zostaty
wyeksponowane w tabelarycznych zestawieniach, a uczniowie sg zachecani do analizowania
wprowadzanych struktur, dzieki czemu systematycznie wzrasta ich Swiadomosc¢ jezykowa.

Caty kurs zostat wzbogacony o nowoczesne tresci i komponenty:

21st century skills (wspdtpraca, krytyczne myslenie, myslenie twdrcze, wartosci, komunikacja)
przygotowanie do egzamindw miedzynarodowych
