What does (Dex/Meg) like?
Is Buddy calm or scared?

Is (Dex/Meg) scared or happy?

Meg: Dex, stop! Be careful! The blocks!
Dex: Whoah!

Meg & Charlie: Oh no!

Dex: Oh no!

Buddy: Woof!

Comprehension questions:
What is the problem?

Is (Dex/Buddy) calm or scared?
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Let’s Play Together

Charlie:  Oh no! Look! My blocks! I'm angry, Dex.
Dex: Oops. Sorry, Charlie!

Buddy: Woof!

Meg: Sorry, Charlie. Let’s play together!

Dex: Yes, let’s play together!

Charlie: OK|

Buddy:  Woof woof!
