Do you ever think about making changes to your 
living room or your bedroom? (1)        Denmark, 
Sweden and Norway are all in the top seven happiest 
countries in the world, according to the World 
Happiness Report in 2024. So, how do people in 
these countries create a cosy home and a happy life?

The Danish word ‘hygge’ describes the idea of 
happiness you can get from simple things. Many 
Danish people make sure they have a space in their 
home where they feel warm and comfortable, often 
with candles to add to the atmosphere. Research 
shows that looking at the flame of a candle makes 
you calmer. (2)        That can be especially 
important when it’s dark and cold outside.

The Swedish idea of ‘lagom’ can also help us think 
about how our environment has an impact on our 
mood. ‘Lagom’ translates as ‘not too much and not 

too little’. (3)        Research shows that if we focus 
on fewer things and a balanced lifestyle, we can relax 
and enjoy time with people more.

Lastly, let’s move away from the home and look at 
the Norwegian idea of ‘friluftsliv’, meaning ‘open-air 
living’. (4)        In Norway, it often means hiking in 
the mountains, but it can also mean going for a quick 
walk around your neighbourhood. Scientific research 
proves that getting natural sunlight every day makes 
us feel better. (5)        For example, they improve 
air quality and can reduce tiredness. 

So, where and when could you light some candles? 
What could you throw away to clear space in your 
home? And how about putting some plants in your 
bedroom? These are just some of the small changes 
which could make your home environment a happier 
place to spend time in.

Daniel tells us about his virtual reality 
travel group.

Would you like to travel anywhere in the world 
at any time? I would! That’s the reason why 
I use virtual reality (VR) travel – so that I can 
see incredible places I’ll probably never see in 
real life. But the visits can be quite lonely. So, I 
started a VR travel group with two of my friends. 
Now, when we go somewhere, we can ‘meet’ 
each other and explore places together. It costs 
us nothing and it’s fun because we share ideas 
about which places to visit. 
First, we decide where to go, and then we all log in to this special VR travel app that we’ve got. We 
each have different choices. I like visiting somewhere with an amazing landscape, like Antarctica. 
I’ve also swum under the sea in coral reefs and explored all the life there – you can get up really 
close to some of the creatures! The others prefer attending live events or walking around places 
that you can’t normally get inside, like The White House in the USA – and there are no queues to 
wait in!
I know it’s not the same as real travel. We think it’s better in lots of ways, though. We’re all 
concerned with the negative impact travel can have on the environment. Using VR means we’re not 
travelling in planes and also we’re not destroying places, like coral reefs, when we visit. And it’s not 
just for fun – it’s helped us with our school work because we’ve been able to appreciate different 
cultures, histories and ecosystems for ourselves. And it’s an interesting way to learn information! 
I realise we miss some cultural experiences, such as meeting local people or eating different kinds 
of food. Of course, it’s not the genuine thing. However, it’s still worth trying. Sometimes we’ve 
had technical problems – you need quite fast internet or it can drop out, which I hate. And, if you 
want a really good app, you usually have to pay for that. But, overall, it’s been great and I’d really 
recommend getting a group together to enjoy your trips with!
